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May Allah’s Peace and Blessings be upon you,

We seek refuge in Allah from the cursed Satan. In the name of Allah, the All-Merciful, the Ever-Merciful. We praise Allah, Seek His Help, Guidance and Forgiveness. We seek refuge in Allah from the evil of our souls and the sinfulness of our deeds. Whomever Allah guides, then there is no one to misguide him. And whomever He leads astray, then there is no guidance for him. I bear witness that there is no God to be worshipped but Allah. and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah.

We ask Allah to send His Prayers upon our Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) and his followers. As He sent His prayers upon Ibrahim (AS) and the followers of Ibrahim (AS), He is the Ever-Praiseworthy and Ever-Glorious. We ask Allah to shower His blessings upon Muhammad (SAWS) and his household. As He showered His blessings upon Ibrahim (AS) and his family, He is the Ever-Praiseworthy and Ever-Glorious. 

“O you who have believed, be pious to Allah with His true piety, and definitely do not die except as Muslims.” (TMQ, 3: 102) 

“O you mankind, be pious to your Lord, Who created you of one self, “And created from it its spouse, “And from the two disseminated many men and women; “And be pious to Allah, about Whom you ask one another, and to the wombs; “Surely Allah has been Ever-Watchful over you.” (TMQ, 4:1) 

“O you who have believed, be pious to Allah, and speak befitting words.” (TMQ, 33: 70)
“(Then) He will make your deeds righteous for you, “And He will forgive you your guilty (deeds); “And whoever obeys Allah and His Messenger, then he has already triumphed a magnificent triumph.” (TMQ, 33: 71) 

Indeed, the most truthful of speech is that of Allah (SWT), and the best of guidance is that of Prophet Muhammad (SAWS), and the most evil of matters are innovations in matters of religion, and every innovation in religion is a heresy, and every heresy is a delusion, and every delusion is in hellfire.

My brothers and sisters in-Allah’s Cause…

I swear by He who split the seed and created the breeze that I love you for the sake of Allah. (I ask Allah (SWT) to assemble us in this love under the shades of His throne on the Day when there is no shade but His O Allah, render all our deeds good. And make them all devoted purely and exclusively for your sake. And do not devote any of it to other than You. O Allah do not make any of it for the sake of any other than You. O Allah do not make any of it for the sake of any other than You. O Allah grant us sincerity in speech and in deeds. O Allah grant us sincerity in speech and in deeds. O Allah grant us sincerity in speech and in deeds, and grant us sincerity both in what we conceal or reveal. O Allah we ask you to protect us against showing off to people or to our selves. O Allah grant us this year a blessed pilgrimage with which we are granted paradise. Amen, O Allah the Ever–Living, The Superb Upright Sustainer!) 
My brothers and sisters, I love you for the sake of Allah

(And I ask Allah All -Mighty to grant me and you everlasting health and be delivered from trials)

This night is the night of love. Your night is love. This night is a night of nearness. Your night is nearness. 

We will set off to the House of Allah- to the Ka’bah. Yes, brothers and sisters…and I love you for the sake of Allah.

Let us smell together the breeze of pilgrimage. Smell the scent of the sanctified House Circumambulate (tawaf) with our souls and go back and forth between Safa and Marwa (make sa’i) with our hearts. And express our deep love for that place, tonight. May some truth prevail soon, if Allah wills. May the entire truth prevail on that Day if Allah wills. My dear brothers, before Ramadan we talked about the Umrah. And you have to realize that Umrah is one thing and Hajj is another. They are two very different issues. 

But before I start, I want to ask you. Come closer to me so that I could ask you. You, yes, you!

Sit down. 

Why did not you go on Hajj until this day?

Me?

Yes, you.

Why did not you go on Hajj? And you, too!

Yes, you!

Where are you going?

Stay a moment with me. Allah loves you, protects you and forgives you. And you, why did not you go for Hajj yet? 
Me? 

Yes you too…come here! 

And you? And all of you!

I swear by Allah, you look pleasing sitting as a family watching together, tonight. I ask Allah to assemble you in paradise and all Muslims. O Allah fill the houses of Muslims with goodness, blessings, mercy, forgiveness and welfare. And with security, safety and peace, O Allah, The Ever–Living, The Superb Upright Sustainer! 

Why did not you go for Hajj?

Well, we will start with the first because he has prepared an answer to shoot back at me 
And he tells me, “You know the circumstances! Hajj nowadays costs a lot and we are poor.

Where will we get from the money for Hajj?” And I am asking him: Have you made the intention and then could not fulfil it? Is it on your mind? Because it is not an issue of religious tourism. 
No! 

It is not about you going for Hajj to be titled as a (Hajj). It is actually about it being one of the pillars of Islam. The scholars call the first Hajj of your life the “Hajj of Islam”. “Today I have completed your religion for you, and I have perfected My favor on you, and I am satisfied with Islam as a religion for you.” (TMQ, 5:3)
The Day of ‘Arafah at ‘Arafah
Why did not you go for Hajj? “O sheikh! You know the circumstances and Hajj costs a lot nowadays." Did you make the intention and then could not do it? Did Allah (SWT) see that it is your heart’s desire to go on Hajj?
Your master the Prophet of Allah – pray upon him- SAWS says, "He who did not go for fighting and did not even think about it would die as a hypocrite."

Do you want to die as a hypocrite?

By fighting, the Prophet here means jihad for the sake of Allah. It has to cross your mind at least 

or occur to your thoughts! And so it is with Hajj 

Because Hajj is Jihad (a struggle) for every weak person and for women; so it should cross your mind. When a young man wants to get married, this desire of his controls and worries him; thus he starts collecting money, buys things in installments, borrows money, works day and night. All of this because it is on his mind. He strives to arrange and plan for it. Is it on your mind? Is Hajj on your mind?
Another answer would be, “I have already performed Hajj!”

O man, when did you go for Hajj? Really? Allah has willed and there is no power except with him. Why don't you go for Hajj again? What will happen? We said that it has nothing to do with tourism. No, this is religion! And you, sister, why did not you perform Hajj? When do you intend to perform Hajj? What are you waiting for? 
Allah SWT says, "And it is (a duty) upon mankind towards Allah (to come) to the Home on Pilgrimage, for whomever is able to make a way to it.” (TMQ, 3:97)

Someone might argue, “Do you see?” Allah said, “… for whomever is able to make a way to it.” And I cannot.

Anyway, whether you can or cannot, I am not the judge here. It is for Allah (SWT) to judge. And Allah (SWT) knows whether you can or cannot. It is neither me nor any one else who is to judge the matter here. It is actually your state with Allah (SWT). “And it is (a duty) upon mankind towards Allah (to come) to the Home on Pilgrimage, for whomever is able to make a way to it. And (as for) him who has disbelieved, then surely Allah is Ever-Affluent, (dispensing) with the worlds.”, (TMQ, 3:97) The Messenger of Allah says, "Allah has ordained Hajj upon us and thus we must perform it." And so people asked if it should be performed yearly. He paused then said, "Not to inquire about what he had not pointed out as those who had been before them had been destroyed because of too much questioning and because of their differences with their prophets." He added, "If I had said, “yes”, it would have become obligatory, and if it were obligatory they would not bear it."
Glorified be Allah, The Great! O my brothers, let us set off for Hajj tonight

The first point in this topic is: Why do we go for Hajj?
First of all as it is in obedience to Allah's commands, because Allah commands us to perform Hajj 

Allah (SWT) said, “And perfect the Pilgrimage and the Visitation (to Makkah) to Allah”, (TMQ, 2:196) 
Omar (RA) said that if it was in his capacity, he would have asked some one to lead people in Hajj, then he would have sought those who had excess money, and he would have imposed levy on them since they are not true believers. So first of all we perform Hajj in obedience to Allah. We perform Hajj to fulfil a right of Allah. "It is Allah’s right upon people to perform Hajj to the (sanctified) House." 

The right of Allah (SWT) is that we go for Hajj to His House. Allah All-Mighty is the One who created and thus perfected, and destined and thus guided. Glorified be Allah the Exalted the Most-Exalted. He created man and knows his needs. Allah knows that the slave needs love, needs yearning, needs attachment, needs adoration. 
Man needs to be in deep love, and thus Allah creates for him something to fall in love with in accordance with the commands of Allah, and thus He has made him a House and attributed it to Himself, and named it ‘The House of Allah’- The Ka’bah. It is the House of our Lord. The ‘Majnoon’ used to say, 

 “As I pass by the house of Laila,

I kiss this wall and that wall,
It is not the love of the house of Laila,
It is that of Laila which took my soul."

The Ka’bah is the house of Allah Glorified and Exalted be He. This place is wondrous! Subhan Allah (Glorified be Allah) The Greatest. Allah the Exalted says, “Allah has made the Ka’bah, the Inviolable Home, an upright (in-gathering) for mankind” (TMQ, 5:97) Lives of many people are established by it. Allah says, "Surely the first Home laid down for mankind was indeed at Bakkah, (Makkah) a blessed (place) and a guidance to the worlds.” (Al Imran 3:96) “Therein are supremely evident signs", (TMQ, 3:97) There are evident signs in this house. "There are, indeed, evident signs in it!" It was a house built of stone and attributed to Allah, and thus it has become a magnet for men's hearts. 
Consider Ibrahim (AS) when he said, “Our Lord, surely I have made (some) of my offspring to dwell in a valley that is not under cultivation at Your Inviolable Home, Our Lord, that they may keep up the prayer. So make heart-sights of mankind yearn towards them.” (TMQ, 14:37)
It is the heart that yearns for the House. Do you recall when we talked about the chest, heart, heart-sight and core? The fouad (heart-sight) is the spot of steadfastness. And the chest is where you feel chagrin or contentment. And the heart is where you feel moody or tranquil. The fouad, is thus the spot of steadfastness. The spot of steadfastness drops out of yearning. And consider the word yearn
Where are those who are yearning? Show me those who are yearning!

Where are those who are yearning? Yearning for them are hearts that ache with longing hearts aching with longing that protects them from agitation. Do you see now how fouad, being the place of steadfastness, yearn?
How can it be steadfast, yet it yearns and inclines?

 “Yearn for them” means that the hearts are flowing with longing. A soul that burns because of longing to see the House of Allah. Yearning to see the House. Yearning to touch the House. Glorified be Allah, I will speak to you of the Multazam, Where you stand with your chest, stomach, cheek and hand in close contact with it. And you feel you are in the arms of your true mother- The House of Allah. We will go for hajj. You go to His House, because He wanted you, otherwise, you would not have sought Him. Unless He chose you, you would not have favoured His nearness. Unless He stirred the passion in your heart and stimulated your resolve, you would not have set off to Him. Consider for instance the day of ‘Arafah. Allah (SWT) gets closer to people of ‘Arafah on that day, a closeness which befits His Magnificence and Perfection. Nothing resembles Him, and He is the All-Hearing and the All-Seeing. Our Allah (SWT) eased the hardship of worship on His slaves by telling His beloved ones that He sees them.

He said, “Who sees you while you rise in prayer, And (Ever) your turning about among the prostrate” (TMQ, 26:218-219)
 “Who sees you while you rise in prayer, And (Ever) your turning about among the prostrate." (TMQ, 26:218-219)
And there is no hardship for he who knows that his worship is witnessed by His Lord, carrying the mountains on one’s eyelid becomes easy when the lover knows it is witnessed by whom he loves, carrying the mountains on the eyelid becomes easy when the lover knows it is witnessed by whom he loves. I am going to His house, to call upon Him at His door. Even if my entire life was dedicated in return for a moment in such a position. 
Now, why do we go for Hajj? 
As an obedience to the order of Allah, seeking the Pleasure of Allah, Secondly as subservience and submission.

Why did the Messenger (SAWS) respond to Allah’s call? 

Say prayers for the Prophet. Peace and prayers be upon him (SAWS). Always teach the little children to say prayers for him as well. And for those who are asleep wake up and say prayers for the Prophet, Peace and prayers be upon him, his family and his companions (SAWS)

When he went for Hajj, he said, “O Allah here I am” Labbaika (Here I am truly) In submission and subservience. Here I am, truly responding to You. In submission and humility. I am coming to you humbly. I am coming to you as a slave comes to his master. I am coming to you in the subservience of a slave to his owner. You own every bit of your slave, Yours. I directed my heart to you thus my body followed suit.
Thirdly Hajj is Jihad (struggle) 

A man came to the Prophet (SAWS) and told him that he was coward and weak to go for jihad. And thus the Prophet (SAWS) advised him to go for a jihad where there is no injury- Hajj. It was narrated by Ma'ez that the Prophet (SAWS) said, "The best of deeds is believing in Allah, then Jihad, then a righteous Hajj is far better than all deeds filling the span between east and west." 
Do you see? A righteous Hajj excels all other deeds. Glorified be Allah. It was said that Abu-Hanifah was comparing between deeds. For instance, which is more meritorious? Prayers or charity, or Zakat (mandatory alms-giving), or night prayers or the remembrance of Allah, or reciting the Qur'an….and when he went for Hajj, he said, “I could not find anything that can be compared with Hajj for the sake of Allah.” Lady Aisha (RA) narrated, " I said, "O messenger of Allah! we see that Jihad is the best of deeds. So should not we go for Jihad?”, He replied, "The best and most perfect of Jihad is a perfect Hajj.""
Fourth reason: to expend for the sake of Allah 
Spending in Hajj is equivalent to spending for the sake of Allah, the reward is seven hundred times. The evidence is what Allah (SWT) said, “And expend in the way of Allah; and do not cast (yourselves) by your (own) hands into perdition, and do fair deeds; surely Allah loves the fair-doers.” (TMQ, 2:195) Also, “And perfect the Pilgrimage and the Visitation to Allah” (TMQ, 2:196). The Messenger of Allah SAWS said, "Spending in Hajj is like spending for the sake of Allah. A Dirham is equivalent to seven hundred and a Dinar is equivalent to seven hundred. 

Fifth reason: Hajj is a renovation of life

I asked you in the last episode, don’t you want to go back in time twenty, thirty, or even forty years? Hajj makes you a newborn.
The Messenger of Allah (SAWS) was heard to have said, "Whoever goes on Hajj and does not commit any bad deed, he returns to the state as on the day his mother gave birth to him." This signifies the greatness of Islam. "As on the day he was born", meaning sinless. This refutes the false notion that says that man is born with an inherent sin from his father Adam and he need a saviour to save him. Save him from what?! What is my fault if my father Adam, peace be upon him, has erred?! Why should I bear his wrongdoing? The Messenger of Allah (SAWS) teaches you and tells you that you were born sinless; so there is no need for this nonsense. As on the day his mother gave birth to him. You are a new person born on 10/12/1427. A new birth date. You are the son of today. As on the day his mother gave birth to him. Thus you can see that whoever performs a perfect Hajj, –Glorified be Allah- is not aware of people. He forgets everything, the enmities, the burdens and the world Subhan Allah (Glorified be Allah). I swear by Allah, this is what indeed happens. When we were young, we used to perform Hajj on foot. The day of ‘Arafah is one of the most important things. The night of Eid, the morning, and the night at Muzdalifah. After that, in the morning, the throwing of the stones, the circumambulation, Sa'i and the sacrifice. On that day, you feel the joy. 

Does any one recall the year 1982, 25 years ago? On that Hajj, while we were walking with an umbrella, going for talbiyah and throwing the stones. And those coming back from talbiyah meet us from the other direction also with their umbrella. People were in two rows, a row going, and another returning. Those going were reciting their talbiyah. And those heading back were reciting the takbeer (glorification of Allah) of Eid. Allahu akbar, Allahu Akbar, Allahu Akbar (Allah is the greatest). There is no god but Allah, Allah is the greatest. Allah is the greatest and praise is due to Allah 

And in return we say: labbaika (O Allah here I am). Allah! You feel yourself and every one else walking on air. All the faces are radiant. All eyes are twinkling and beaming. All heads, All hearts…. Allah is the Greatest. (O Allah, assemble us all there this year! O Allah The Ever-Living, The Superb Upright Sustainer, do not deprive us of performing Hajj this year) 

When you go on Hajj, you renew your life; especially if it were a righteous Hajj. If you perform Hajj properly on the day following ‘Arafah, you feel very different. When you shave your head with the razor, take off the ihram (consecration) clothes that you have been wearing for three days, wash up, put on the white shirt, wear some perfume, sit alone and ask yourself, “Who am I”? A new slave…On the eve of the day of Arafah, on the eve of Eid, the King (SWT) lays his hand on the back of the pilgrim and tells him, "Look forward to your future; all that has happened before has been forgiven."

The King (SWT) presses on the back of the pilgrim, and he can feel ….

The Sovereign pats on the back of the pilgrim and says, “Look ahead to your future, all your past sins have been forgiven.” He pats him on the back and tells him, “Go and have a new beginning, All that has passed has been erased.” Allah is the Great. Subhan Allah (Glorified be Allah)

Sixth: Pilgrimage erases sins

I would like people to write that. I will make sure to go over notes with you. Ok, I’ll repeat. I’ll repeat again and the choice is yours. 

1. Obedience to Allah’s orders.

2. Subservience and submission. When you call, “O Allah! Here I am, truly, in submission and obedience.”

3. Pilgrimage is jihad (struggle) for those who are weak.
4. Spending for pilgrimage is similar to spending for the sake of Allah. One dirham is rewarded by seven hundred folds, and similarly is the dinar.
That why I say to people who spend thousands on their summer vacations tospend it on Hajj.
5. Rebirth.

"Whoever performs the pilgrimage without lying down with womenfolks and without uttering any obscene language or committing any sins, will come back like the day his mother gave birth to him."
6. Forgiveness of sins. Amr Ibnul-Aas narrated that (this narration is dedicated to those who got sick and tired of their sins, those who dread the big sins they committed, those who betrayed the trust, those with tons of wrongdoings, those with gruesome sins, those who have been cursed for what they did, what do they do?), he went to the Prophet (SAWS) and asked him to extend his right hand to show his loyality to the Prophet (SAWS). The Prophet (SAWS) opened up his right hand to do so. He withdrew his hand. The Prophet (SAWS) asked "what was wrong?". He said that he would do so under a condition. When he inquired about that condition. Amr said that he wanted to be forgiven. Amr, (RA), had an intriguing story, not like the one you watched on TV or in the movie. He’s not like what you read about in some books about the companions of the Prophet (SAWS)." 

I have a lot to tell you about the stories of the companions (RA) of the Prophet (SAWS). The companions of the Prophet (SAWS), the best of people after prophets and messengers all of them. Our master Ali (RA).Let us start with the most prominent. Our master Abu-Bakr (RA). Our beloved. Our master, Omar (RA). Our master, Othman (RA). Our master Ali (RA). Our master Muaweya (RA). Our master Abdullah Ibn-Amr Ibnul-Aas (RA). Our master Amr Ibnul-Aas (RA). They are all our masters and teachers and educators. They are the ones who transferred the religion to us (RA). 

Amr Ibnul-Aas said that he went through three phases: There was a time when the Prophet (SAWS) was the one person I detested the most. If I could kill him I would have. And if I had, I would have ended up in hell. Then there was a time when I thought that the Prophet (SAWS) did not love any one more than he loved me. Amr Ibnul-Aas is the one who asked the Prophet (SAWS) about his most beloved person. He asked him who the most beloved person to him was. He said, “Aisha”. He asked him then about men. He said, “Her father”. He had thought that he was the most beloved one to the Prophet (SAWS). It is narrated in the hadith that he asked the Prophet (SAWS), “Am I more beloved to you or is Abu-Bakr?” He said,“Abu-Bakr.” He asked him, “Am I more beloved to you or is Omar?” He said, “Omar.” subhan Allah (Glorified be Allah), The Ever-Magnificent. He thought that the Prophet (SAWS) loved him more than Abu-Bakr and Omar Amr said, “Then things happened and days went by and I still did not know.” I seek forgiveness from Allah. May Allah be pleased with him and please him. He asked the Prophet (SAWS) to promise him that he would be forgiven if he became a Muslim. As I told you before, written deals of forgiveness (granting of indulgences) do not exist in Islam. Islam is all about the relationship between the worshipper and Allah: “You only do we worship, and You only do we beseech for help.” (TMQ, 1:5).“Guide us in the straight Path.” (TMQ, 1:6). 
You start the prayer with “Allah is The Ever-Great” and you get into the prayer alone with Allah. You do not need anybody to mediate for you so that Allah forgives you. Allah says, "my worshipper knows that he has a God who forgives and erase sins. I have forgiven my worshipper.” Your relationship with Allah is direct. Amr Ibnul-Aas said to the Prophet (SAWS), “Would you promise me Allah’s forgiveness if I became a Muslim?” The Prophet (SAWS), you too say (SAWS), All Prayers and Peace of Allah be upon him, his family and his companions, said, “Didn’t you know that the act of accepting Islam nullifies all sins that preceded it? “And that immigration to Madinah erases all previous sins? And that the performance of Hajj erases all that preceded it?” 
7. Pilgrimage guarantees jannah (Paradise), Jaber (RA) narrated that the Prophet (SAWS) said that, "There is no reward for a pious Hajj but jannah (paradise)." The Prophet (SAWS) said, "Three are under Allah’s protection, A man who went to one of the mosques of Allah, A man who went out fighting for the sake of Allah And a man who went out for pilgrimage… under the protection of Allah." 

8. Pilgrimage is joy
I want you to enjoy this lecture, But I’m afraid there will not be enough time. Hajj is a true joy. The Prophet (SAWS) wished all Muslims to enjoy this house of Allah. "Enjoy this house of Allah." I did not want to bring you pictures or movies this time. It’s all real, even this model of al-Ka’ba (the house of Allah). I shall demonstrate to you some of the pilgrimage acts, such as throwing the pebbles, right at this desk. We really want to live it and feel it. "Enjoy this house of Allah. Enjoy this house of Allah." It is true happiness when you do tawaf (circumambulation of the Ka’ba), It is true happiness when you smell it, It is true happiness when you smell it "Al-Ka’ba". 

It is true happiness when you put your hand on the black stone. And you feel happy to know that this stone is from jannah, The black stone and the right corner are two rubies from the jewels of jannah. 
If they were not touched by the offspring of Adam, their light would have shone all the way between the east and the west. The Prophet (SAW) said that the black stone was from jannah It would have cured those who were ill, had it not been touched by impurities during the time of jahiliya (the time before Islam) This stone came down from jannah white as milk, All this blackness is from people’s sins, It would have cured the ill, had it not been for sinful people.”, It would have granted sight to the blind, It would have cured those with skin desease, It would have cured those suffering from cancer, Had it only not been sullied by dirts and sins from jahiliya. 
Al-Ka’ba is a joy. 

9. Pilgrimage protects from poverty

The Prophet (SAWS) is reported to have recommended, to regularly perform Hajj and umrah, because they protect from poverty and wrong doings as fire removes impurities from silk, gold and silver, There is no reward for a pious Hajj but jannah.” The one who went for Hajj never suffers poverty, Never suffers poverty. 
10. Hajj brings dignity 

Allah dignifys you, Hajj brings dignity. The Prophet (SAWS) said the people who go for Hajj and umrah are Allah’s delegates, He called upon them and they answered, They asked Him and He gave them”. You consider yourself a delegate visiting Allah.
11. Gaining benefits
After we understood why we go to Hajj, let us… And by the way, I wanted to bring a flower with me today. But Allah’s Will has prevailed and I did not bring one. I want you to know that, before you go to Hajj, You must be sincere.
How?
You go through your heart and purify it from any intention other than the intention of pleasing Allah; If you want to go to Hajj for the sake of people, re-examine your intention and make it only for the sake of Allah, If you want to go to Hajj out of habit, forget about the habit and clear your intention, If you want to go to Hajj for a desire in your heart, or seeking reputation or for the sake of bragging about going to Hajj several times. 

Seek a change of heart, This is curing. This is what I meant by the flower. Cure youself by clearing your heart. Pluck out any motive in your heart that is not for the sake of Allah, It’s a must. Watch out and be aware of losing this life and the hereafter. 
Prior to Hajj
First: seeking Allah’s Countenance 

1. A sincere and comprehensive repentance that represents consecration of the soul before the body for Hajj. I would counsel you to repent before you go to Hajj. Dig out your old wrongdoings and sins. What are your shortcomings? What are the major sins that you have committed? I would like for your heart to be prepared before your body is. Just as you deny your body luxurious clothing, and wear only a simple covering around the waist and shoulder, quit the wrongdoings and sins, then repent to Allah.

2 Fixing broken relationships 

Don’t go to Hajj when there is animosity between you and anyone else, if there is enmity between you and any one else, if there is enmity between you and any one else, if there are problems or if there is hatred. 

Forgive. 

Let me once more ask the people of means to be lenient with the poor Muslims. 

Because I would like to go to Hajj, pray for me that I will. May all of you go to Hajj. 
O Allah, don’t deny us Hajj 
Why don’t you pray for me?
Pray for me to go to Hajj. 
May The Sovereign answer by sending you to Hajj too, then we both go to Hajj. May Allah gather us on Arafah (in Hajj) this year. Therefore, I declare now, on air, to the whole world, that I forgive anyone who insulted me, anyone who hurt me, anyone who did me wrong, anyone who took a loan from me and never returned it, anyone who unlawfully took things from me, anyone who manipulated me; I forgive everyone. 
O Allah forgive me! 
I wish that we could all do this tonight. I receive phone calls that tear up my heart, I wish I could reach these people. These people who are in debt, They call me and say they borrowed 2000 or 4000 pounds. Another borrowed a million. And he cannot afford to pay it back. 
What can he do? Do you send him to jail? So what?

Then leave him and he will pay it. Be patient with him. Give him a chance.

People would say that they gave a 100% chance. Then make it 101. People tell me, “O sheikh I gave him 101 chances, I say, make it 102. People would say that he has been given 200 chances, I say, make it 210.

O people, this is Islam.
Till when?

Till Allah makes a way out and he repays the money he borrowed People would say, “The man is an imposter.” People would say, “He deserves to be thrown in jail, so that he does not deceive others.” 

Try to keep up with him and pay attention to him so that he does not repeat it with others. Just so that you do not cause him to be imprisoned. So that you do not humiliate him and destroy his life. So that you do not send him away from his children. So that he does not go after that rampant doing injustice, defrauding and stealing more. 

O people this is the religion! Before we go to Hajj, all Prayers and Peace of Allah be upon Muhammad, before we go to Hajj we should mend broken relationships, we should wish in these sacred months that we all forgive, make peace between each other, spread peace among ourselves and all the Muslim countries and I hope we find it in our hearts to do that. It was narrated in the hadith that if your money is lost, you gain sadaqa (a charitable deed).
I told you before Ramadan that if someone had borrowed money from you

This money: Is it better for you take and spend …Or for it to come to you on the day of judgement stacked? And you walk in its shadow when there is no shadow but the shadow of the The All-Merciful’s throne? 

The Prophet (SAWS) said that, “The believer walks in the shadow of his sadaqa.”
He also said that, “Whoever gives grace to a man in debt or nullifies the debt walks in the shadow of his sadaqa in the Day of Judgement.”

Take it easy on people.

3. Purifying of injustices

My dear readers, we said that Allah forgives everything, the person comes out of Hajj is as though he were a newborn.

This is when it comes to Allah’s rights. As for people’s rights, Allah does not forgive these.

There is a hadith about Arafa, and I hope to Allah that it is authentic enough, but according to myself and sheikh Abul-Ashbal, may Allah bestow His generosity on him and grant him health, and our sheikh Abu-Ishaq and great scholars like sheikh Al-Hafez Al-Iraqi and others, the authenticity of the hadith is not confirmed.

“Allah has forgiven the people of Arafah and released them from the consequences (of the injustices they have commited).”

I pray to Allah that it is an authentic hadith

If you perform Hajj properly, you’ll be released from the punishment for injustices you committed. “And He released them”

The scary part is the injustices, the viloation of people’s rights because you have done injustices unto others and you may not even know it, you have gone over your limit concerning other people’s rights and you do not know it, you have hurt many people and you don’t know it or maybe you cannot reach them. 

So what do you do?

O Allah release us from the burden!

You must pay off what you have unjustly taken. If you have something that belongs to someone, return it to him before you leave. 

We talked about preparing the heart and then preparing the body.

Second: Learn the rites of Hajj
We want to learn. You hear all kinds of strange questions there. It is astonishing, when you hear people’s questions there. We want to learn how to perform Hajj.

Third: Learning the essence of worship

The believer feels the joy of worship when he visualizes it

Our master Ibrahim (AS-All peace of Allah be upon him) when he was instructed by Allah to perform Hajj, he asked Allah to “show us our rituals and relent towards us”.

Show us our rituals, we want to see them ourselves. O Allah, show us our rites.

We do not see Ka’ba, but we see the truth. We see the closeness.

Fourth: Yearning for Hajj 

To be yearning for Hajj, I wonder whether your heart is yearning for Hajj? Is it true that you are really yearning? Are you really yearning to see the house of Allah? Yearning to experience the real meaning and virtue of Hajj? Anticipating?
The one in love is always yearning for whatever is connected to his beloved.
I am yearning for this house because it’s the house of Allah. Because it belongs to Allah:
“And We covenanted with Ibrahîm (Abraham) and Ismaîl, (Ishmael) (saying), “Purify My Home for the circumambulators, and the consecrators, and the ones often bowing down and prostrating themselves.” (TMQ, 2:125)
Our Lord employed his prophets; Ibrahim, Allah’s close companion, and Ismail, Allah’s Prophet, in order to construct a house for you in order to purify a house for you, For you to perform Hajj.
All praise be to Allah the Almighty! 

Yearning only because it belongs to Allah, let alone the request.
The first thing, was the Ihram of the heart
Second, was learning the rituals

Third, was knowing the secrets of Hajj 

Fourth, the yearning

Fifth, the determination to perform Hajj
Determine! I want from you! Yes, you…! Sit up straight, leave whatever you’re doing, prepare your heart and determine And say “I will perform Hajj”. And you as well, why do you sit far away? Come a bit close. You too must determine now and say, I will perform Hajj.

You might tell me, it’s too late my dear, it is not possible 

I am telling you, “It is possible.”
I have met many people in the Umrah of Ramadan and they told me that they’ve submitted their passports just after the episode. 

“And were you able, my son, to submit your passport and get a visa and a ticket?” I asked
He said “Yes!”
Say, “I will make it!”
Yes, and you as well (my lady) say “I will make it!”
Get determined and depend on Allah and Allah will arrange thins for you. 
 But what about money?
Selling a few pieces of gold for Allah won’t cause much trouble 

Where is this gold my dear?
I am bankrupt 

Ok, never mind. Get determined, my lady, and depend on Allah.
Whether you performed Hajj or not, Allah will reward you by your good intention, Allah’s willing.
Is that possible?
Yes, it is possible
Get determined and depend on Allah
And I address the rich people, why doesn’t each rich man take one or two people to perform Hajj? 

Yes…
Can this be part of zakat (mandatory alms-giving)?
Man, no need for that
Don’t charge Allah for everything you do, don’t be a miser with Allah.
Don’t consider the right of Allah, the zakat,
No, Zakat is for the poor and the needy who can’t afford food and this is an extra charity.

And I ask whoever has some extra money to help the poor perform Hajj.

I will narrate a strange story, which I never wanted to tell. On day in during the month of Ramadan, while being in the Prophet’s mosque (SAWS), I request some extra time form the director and the manager of the episode as it seems that the time is slipping by. nevertheless, I should finish saying these things today.
I said we were in Madinah, in the mosque of the Prophet (SAWS), and suddenly there were crowds of people. 
I previously mentioned that this was during the umrah of Ramadan, Yet no problem to repeat it again.
And there was this helpless Egyptian lady wearing the veil and the dress of the people of the countryside 
And they told her, “Get up and leave.”
She said, “Never!”
“I will never get out of here till I see the tomb of the Prophet”
So they told her, “This is not necesary, lady”
So she told them, “I’ve collected the money, one pound after the other, to come her and see it”
I swear, she made my heart ache
There are people who add one pound to the other in order to reach the Ka’bah for the sake of performing Hajj or umrah 

Let’s help them
Why don’t you undertake to help one of the poor people perform Hajj? 
What about you, why don’t you help one of them perform the Umrah of Ramadan ?

And you are responsible for five, help three to perform umrah and two to perform Hajj.
There is no obligation for you to pay seventy or fifty or twenty thousand. There are those who travel with eight, ten or twelve thousand with a low cost and suffer a bit. And if you are able to buy him the ticket and the visa, do that.
And Allah will bless his journey and he can perform Hajj even if he stayed on foot! That is if the authoroities there premit such a thing
With the least number of expenses, with whatever Allah allows you to afford. 

I also invite the charity organizations and the NGOs and such. 

We want to contribute to charity. Whenever someone performs Hajj with your money, it is added to your balance of good deeds. It is as if you have performed Hajj yourself and have received the reward while sitting at home. The determination to perform Hajj!
 Sixth: breaking all attachmenets
Break all your attachments during the time of Hajj
Seventh: Sustenance 
Allah says what can be translated as “And sustain yourselves; so, the most charitable sustenance is piety; and be pious to Me, O (you) endowed with intellects” (TMQ, 2 :197)

Sustain yourselves with piety, sustain yourselves with knowledge, sustain yourselves with the Quran, Sustain yourselves with dhikr (the remembrance of Allah), sustain yourselves with supplication, sustain yourselves with tears, sustain yourself, sustain yourself with lawful money. 
O Allah, increase the money of Muslims from lawful sources and bless it for them. O Allah, bless the rich and soften their hearts towards the poor. OAllah, bless the poor and sustain them with your virtues!And be kind to them, you are the Ever-Living, Superb Upright Sustainer. O Allah i ask you to be kind to the ummah (nation) of Mohammed! O Allah, sustain the Muslims with your virtue. O Allah, help them and accept the deeds of their rich and bestow your blessing, grace and forgiveness upon their poor, you are the Ever-Living, Superb Upright Sustainer. 
And now we will commence the Hajj, Ihram (consecration for Hajj) is the first thing in Hajj. Ihram in Hajj and umrah is similar to Takbiret Al-Ihram in salat. It is the symbol of sincerity and glorifying the Lord, and humiliating oneself and make it submissive to Allah, His magnificence be exalted and feeling standing between his hands by leaving the normal habits, leaving beautifying, leaving the desires and exerting effort for Allah.
 All the Glory be to Allah Almighty!
We need to exert some effort for the sake of Allah. Ibn Al-Jawzy says “The muhrem (that who is in state of Ihram) is ordered to be exposed to be in the presence of Allah Almighty in the dress of the poor. »
 This explains what Allah says, which can be translated as
 “And in no way will your riches, nor your children, bring you in proximity of Our Providence” (TMQ, 34:37)
The muhremeen were comanded to be exposed to be in his presence with the dress of the poor. In Ihram all the men take off their usual clothes and none of them covers his head and dress in such a way that it is not possible to differentiate between a Sheikh, a Libian, a Saudi, a Morrocan, an Egyptian or an American
Every Mulsim is a slave. All removed their ties and removed the head cover, took off their clothes, and their shirts and totally removed everything and all wearing white simple covering around the waist and shoulder; the dress of the poor.

 Ebn Al-Gawzy said:
 “This is the reason why Allah has located the most honorable houses in the poorest places worldwide.”
Everyone unties and removes the head cover, They take off their ordinary clothes, And totally remove everything and all of them are wearing white upper body covers and white waist covers; Dress of the poor.

Ibn al-Jawzi said,

"This is the reason why Allah has located his most sacred house of worship in the least fortunate place on earth"

Prophet Ibrahim (AS) said:

“Our Lord, surely I have made (some) of my offspring to dwell in a valley that is not under cultivation at Your Inviolable Home,”(TMQ, 14: 37)
Allah has located his most sacred house of worship in the least fortunate place on earth, Therefore, one must abandon materialistic life once he enters it. 

 Our Prophet (SAWS) performed Hajj on a packsaddle worth less than five Dirhams and he asked Allah for a Hajj devoid of hypocrisy and showing off. 
 Only five Dirhams, Prophet of Allah? What about those who pay nowadays seventy and eighty thousands? What should they say? Let them also ask for a Hajj devoid of hypocrisy and showing off. 
O' my Lord, I spend in order to have your reward.
I am not saying “do not perform Hajj for seventy thousands”. If you can afford it, let it be seventy, eighty, ninety, one hundred and even two hundred. Pay all that you own. Perform a comfortable Hajj to be able to observe your rituals, Even though the comfortable and the tired are not equal.
 Our Prophet (SAWS) told Lady Aisha (RA) that The reward shall be equal to one’s fatigue and expenditure, so as much as you get tired you shall be rewarded, and as much effort as you exert you shall be repaid

Therefore, Prophet Ibrahim (AS) asked for people first before money when he said:
“Make the heart-sights of mankind yearn towards them and provide them with products,” (TMQ, 14 :37)
What the Ka’ba needs are men and women of strong hearts. There is a struggle in undergoing exhaustion and I told you some wise words at the beginning of this episode: 
If you know that Allah is watching you.:
“Who sees you while you rise (in prayer). And (Ever) your turning about among the prostrate.”(TMQ, 26:218-219)
If you know that the Sovereign is watching you, then every thing else shall be easy for you. We said that the first step is ihram (consecration). You are to take all sewn clothes and wear an upper body cover and a waist cover. The woman is to wear the same clothes without gloves or veil.

Does this mean that she must reveal her face? No..

 Lady Aisha (RA) said that they would cover their faces with their gowns when men passed by them, and then uncover them again. 
If you sister are in a place where there are no men, uncover your face
But if there are men, should you put on veil ? 

No. The woman in ihram does not wear veil. 

Then what should she do? 
She puts on an isdal. That is a dress without holes cut for the eyes from the head downward, it covers the face and has no eyeholes
You may ask: how shall I see? 
Isdal must be somewhat transparent, as well, you shall have a mahram (a person unmarriageable to you) leading you.
You may say I have no mahram. 
Then you are not allowed to travel without mahram. A Muslim woman is not allowed to travel without mahram even for Hajj. I know there is a statement of Imam ash-Shafi'y that she may travels for performing the obligatory Hajj. This contradicts the concourse view. I have nothing else to say about that.

For the Prophet’s (SAWS) hadith is explicit that "It is not permissible for a woman who believes in Allah and the Day of Judgment to travel for one day and night except with a mahram".
Does that mean she does not perform Hajj? 

Right, Hajj is not obligatory for her, for Hajj is for the one who has ability. 
In such instance, she is unable and in this case, she has no mahram, so what can she do? 

"Allah does not charge any self except with what He has brought it.” (TMQ, 65:7)
By devoutness she may get the Hajj reward. And may Allah endow her with the mahram who accompanies her in Hajj. Otherwise, it is best for her to remain at home.
The woman performs Hajj in her clothes without changing Provided that they are not white or green or ornamented. She wears her ordinary clothes: brown, black, gray. The colors that are not vivid fulfilling the same conditions as that of hijab to be loose and flowing, not perfumed, neither tight nor transparent. Clothes that are not ornamentation by themselves not resembling men's clothes.

We have said that taking off sewn clothes indicates humbleness to Allah. As well as servitude, neither beautification nor ornamentation. When we buy ihram clothing, (Give me ihram clothing Shaikh Alaa), remember the shroud. I have said that you should not wear the same ihram clothes twice. I was asked to repeat this point. I will say it again. This is indeed ihram. If you have entered ihram in these clothes once, then it is recommended that you bring new ihram. 

After several trials we found that the easiest way to wrap it is as follows:

Wrap it like this
Are you following me, Producer? May Allah forgive you Madany, and let you perform Hajj.

The second fold is to tighten the waist. So, that simple. Wrap it well so that it doesn't sag downwards. I shall turn it like this. Add another fold if you like, like this. That is it. All set.

You are going to wear this for three days. 

What about the other one?

I am simply going to put the other one over me. Well I wear it like this. I don’t know whether it is possible to put it on like this or not. Put this end in like this and the other one like that. I shall go on and it won’t fall. It won’t need a holder. You will not need anything else. Now you are in a state of ihram. This is ihram outfit, the upper body cover and the waist cover and you can wear it for two or three days.

The one who wants to go to the toilet is to raise these clothes or untie them. You can wash ihram clothes and change into another one. You may have two or three ones to change into as this is permissible.

I forgot to remind you to do ghusl (complete bath) before ihram. 

Pray for benediction on the Prophet-(SAWS) 

I was in a hurry when I noticed the time was pacing. I want to repeat from the beginning. So forgive me, stay with me and we shall perform Hajj if Allah wills

O' Lord destine Hajj for us this year!

We are to understand that hajj is of three kinds 

Hajj al-tamattu’ (combining both hajj and umrah with a break in between)

Hajj al-ifrad 
Hajj al-qiran (combining both umrah and hajj)
Hajj al-ifrad: is to go for hajj only. Starting day 8, the hajj enters Ihram and goes to the 'at-tarwiyah ' in 'Mina' then to "Arafah" then returns to 'al-Muzdalifah'. He performs the rituals; thereby he has performed only hajj. 
 Hajj al-qiran: He goes a while before day 8. He begins ihram, performs tawaf (circumambulation),,makes sa’i and keeps on assuming his ihram. That means he wears his ihram clothing up to day 8. He commences the rituals and proceeds until the end. Thereby, he has performed Hajj and umrah.

Hajj al-tamattu’, the most common. He goes early, and starts with umrah then he takes off umrah clothes and wears his ordinary clothes and lives a while at the Ka’ba. He observes his prayers and stays there up to day 8 Then he puts on ihram clothing again then he proceeds with performing Hajj rituals. This is called mutamatti’. 

I hope it’s clear?

But let us first send our respect and prayers on the Prophet Salla Allahu alayhi wa sallam.
We said Hajj is of three kinds: 

The first is mufrid. This mufrid goes to Makkah on day 8. He wears ihram clothing and performs tawaf of the Ka’ba then goes back and forth between as-Safa and al-Marwa then goes to Mina and spends at-tarwiyah day then on day 9 goes to Arafah then returns on day 10 to perform tawaf al-ifadhah. He then shaves and slaughters the sacrifice as we shall show later. Thereby he has performed Hajj; he ends ihram and has nothing else to do 
As for the qarin. He goes early and performs umrah tawaf then does umrah’s sa’I then he assumes his ihram until day 8, days 8, 9 and 10. At last, he has to offer hadi “sacrifice”. For he has performed Hajj and umrah, so umrah is combined into Hajj. He has to offer a sheep

The third kind, the easiest, the most popular and the best which the Prophet (SAWS) wished. He said that unless he had brought the sacrifice, he’d have ended ihram and made it an umrah ", He meant Hajj al- tamatu’. That is what I recommend. That is to go to Makkah before day 8, You perform umrah. Thereafter, you take off your ihram clothing on or before day 7, Then you have performed umrah. You take off ihram clothing and wear your ordinary clothes. Then you live normally up to day 8. Then you put on ihram clothing from home 
These are the kinds of Hajj and you have the freedom to choose. 

We are going to talk about the mutamati’, and the rest is the same. The mutamati’ is this who has performed umrah first and put on ihram clothing... 
Before that, what about the woman who has her menses? For I was asked to mention women’s circumstances. 
If a sister wants to take something to prevent menses, it is all right. But such a thing must be done a month or two before. It is to be taken before Hajj, so that no problem occurs thereafter.
For she may have her menses, or ever just a few drops and then will be in a state of uncertainty for the rest of the trip.

We pray Allah for safety!

So, to avoid this, we tell our sisters that if they want to take menstruation preventive, take it early. Almost two months before Hajj, you are to regulate your menses. But if you haven’t regulated it beforehand, you shouldn't take preventives during Hajj for that may create a problem for you, so, leave it naturally, we shall mention the solution.

For example a woman is moving from Madinah to Makkah to perform Hajj and she has her menses before reaching Makkah.

What would she do?
She enters into ihram, performs ghusl, wears a dress and puts on her clothes.

She intends, saying: “O' Allah here I am for umrah”, if she will perform umrah, 

“O' Allah here I am for Hajj”, if she is going to perform only Hajj"
Or “O' Allah I am here for Hajj and umrah”, if she is qarin. 
So, the mutamati’ says: “O' Allah here I am for umrah”

The mufrid says: “O' Allah here I am for Hajj”.

And the qarin says: “O' Allah here I am for umrah and Hajj”.

So the menstruating woman enters the state of ihram. The woman who is in puerperium (after childbirth) enters ihram as well and assumes her ihram even if there is persistent blood. She is not to enter the Ka’ba, perform neither tawaf nor sa’I until menstruation ends. Then she begins Hajj rituals by entering ihram. 
We have mentioned before ihram prohibitions. One is to take care of ihram prohibitions which we shall mention later.

Pray for benediction on the Prophet (SAWS)

 Sunnah Acts of Ihram 
1- Ghusl (complete bath), even during menstruation or puerperium;
2- Ihram in a white upper body cover and waist cover for men; 

3- To enter ihram after an obligatory prayer; 
4- Clipping one’s nails, trimming the mustache, shaving the pubic hair and shaving off armpit hair; 

5- Perfuming, only for men; 
6- Repeating talbiyah (Saying “O' Allah here I am at your command”);
7- Raising the voice in talbiyah. 
These are the Sunnah and recommended acts of ihram. 


And once again, I’ll repeat the steps for Ihram:

1- Doing ghusl (complete bath), even women having menses or in puerperium;
 2- Ihram in a white upper body cover and waist cover for men;
3- To enter ihram after an obligatory prayer;
That is, to pray thuhr (noon) prayer and then enter ihram;
Pray the asr (afternoon) prayer then enter ihram;
Pray fajr (dawn) prayer then enter ihram;
4- Before entering Ihram, clipping one’s nails, trimming the mustache, shaving the pubic hair and shaving off armpit hair; 

5- Perfuming, only for men, Lady Aisha (RA) used to apply perfume to the Prophet (SAWS) before entering the state of ihram,and again when he ended it. So, pour perfume over you. That is before you enter ihram;
 6- Repeating talbiyah (Saying “O' Allah here I am at your command”);
7- Raising the voice in talbiyah.
As for ihram prohibitions: 

1- Men should not cover their heads; 

2- neither should one wear sewn clothes;
3- or shave or cut hair,or clip nails; 

4- Perfuming;
5- Hunting; 

6- Engagement or marriage; 

7- Intercourse and acts leading to it; 

8- Covering face and wearing gloves for women;
I want to clarify something; 
I shall put on ihram clothing: an upper body cover and a waist cover. 
Can I add a third item? 
Forbidden 

Is it permissible to use a rubber band?
Forbidden
It is necessary that both parts be stretched as you have seen and you put them on that simple.
Is it permissible to wear a leather sole?
Permissible. You even can wear shoes without a heel. The Prophet (SAWS) has permitted the one who can't find slippers to wear shoes after cutting them down to the ankles.

If one finds only the shoes, what should he do?
He shall be obliged to press the heel. Press the shoes heel and walk therewith. It's all right. 
It may be said that the shoes are sewn
It is all right. And tread on with both the right and left feet, lest it should be said I did this on one foot. There is no objection to that, and it's all right if he can't find suitable slippers. If he finds slippers, it is all right if they are of sewn leather or plastic. The point is for it to be a slipper, which is required by ihram. There should not be any thing that fits on you, for it may be said that there are non sewn articles of clothes 
Is it permissible to wear the same for shoes as clothes? 
No. It is forbidden to put on any sewn or tailored clothes. Therefore, we say that anything that fits on the body, is forbidden. As for the slippers or shoes, there is no problem even if sewn. In cold weather, it is all right to wear two ihrams each over the other. You can also use a blanket, provided that you don't cover your head. If it is cold, you should cover yourself. The night of al- Muzdalifa shall be spent in the open. You may use a blanket, but don't cover your head. There is no problem with a sewn blanket. The same applies to the comforter provided it is not fitted to your body.
The issue of ihram is that you stand before Allah and, just as the man who enters prayer as soon as he says "Allahu Akbar" when you enter ihram you stand before Allah.

You shall start talbiyah after entering ihram, from home. This is Permissible. The Prophet (SAWS) put on ihram clothing from home and started ihlal (loud calling) of talbiyah from Dhul-Hulaifah Mosque.
The Prophet (SAWS) said that He was ordered to offer two raka’as at that blessed valley. He offered two raka’as ; they have nothing to do with ihram. Ghusl is recommended. It is also recommended to offer two raka’as in this place. However, these two raka’as have nothing to do with ihram. Then you start to recite talbiyah from Dhul-Hulaifah if you are coming from Madinah.
And those from Egypt start from Rabegh. And those from the other side start from as-Sail. Each region has an ihram location to start reciting talbiyah therein. You start reciting talbiyah. 
What is your intention in Hajj? Which Hajj do you intend to perform? I mean what kind of Hajj?

As we have said the mutamati’ says: "O' Allah here I am for umrah"
The mufrid says: "O' Allah here I am for Hajj'
What about performing Hajj on behalf of your father? 

"O' Allah here I am for Hajj on behalf of so and so". His name and his father's name or her name and her father's name. 

But take care: if you are going to perform Hajj on behalf of someone, the reward will be his/hers, Hajj reward will go to such person. 

Allah (SWT) may generously want to write some hasanat (reward for good deeds) for you. Such as the reward for praying, Qur’an recitation and extolment. This shall be out of Allah’s Grace and Generosity 
That is to Him alone. Hajj reward goes to the one it was for him. Nobody can perform Hajj on behalf of another unless he has performed his own Hajj. 
One said: “O' Allah here I am on behalf of " Shubrumah". 

The Prophet (SAWS) asked him if he had performed his own Hajj.
"No," said the man
The Prophet (SAWS) told him to do it for himself first and then for Shubrumah.
Therefore, one is to start talbiyah for himself.
We are going to talk about the mutamati’ as we mentioned before.

"O' Allah here I am for Hajj and umrah". Then one starts the same louder and louder:
“You are without associate 
“Yours are praise, grace, and dominion
“You are without associate
“O' Allah the owner of Stairways 

“O' Allah the giver of favors 

“O' Allah the bestower of blessings 

“O' Allah here I am O' Allah here I am O' Allah here I am

“All good is in your hands
“No evil is attributed to You
“O' Allah Lord of rightness 

“O' Allah here I am, truly, truly 

“In humbleness and servitude 
"O' Allah here I am, O' Allah here I am, 

“You are without associate

“Yours are praise, grace, and dominion 

 “You are without associate.”
You keep on saying talbiyah as much as you can, then you get the Noble Qur’an and start reading. Mention Allah. You repent to Allah and ask for his forgiveness. Pray to Him. Say talbiyah heartily.
The literal meaning of " labbaayk "is ”here I am at your command”. If someone calls you, you may say: here I am I am coming, labbaayk.
Allah has called you “and it is (a duty) upon mankind towards Allah (to come) to the Home on Pilgrimage” (TMQ, 3: 97) 
So you say labbaayk to Allah. 
It's all right to repeat once more the meaning of Ramadan. 

When you take off your clothes and wear ihram clothing, you feel like a dead man in shroud

You say: “Lord! Return me so that I possibly will do righteouness in that which I have left (behind)” (TMQ, 23: 99-100)
Your Lord tells you: return and you return while saying labbaayk, labbaayk, labbaayk. Say it passionately. It is not a matter of singing or showing off. labbaayk, I am coming to You, always obeying You. 
Now you have said talbiyah, walked and reached the Ka’ba, The house of Allah. 

Tawaf (Circumambulation of the Ka’ba) Conditions
1- intention: you must intend to perform tawaf of the Ka’ba for umrah in tamattu’; tawaf al-qudoom (arrival) in case of ifrad and qiran. Intend in your heart the reason for this tawaf.
2- Purification from the major and minor impurities: janabah and excrement. You must be purified from both major and minor impurities 

3- Covering the private parts
4- To be inside the Mosque and around the Ka’ba 
5- The Ka’ba should be to your left 

6- Seven rounds

7- Muwalaat: if one performs three rounds of tawaf and then gets tired, then he may take a break for half an hour, fifteen minutes or five minutes; sitting before the Ka’ba. In case of a prolonged break, then he starts anew. 

8- To start from the Black Stone (al-Hajar al-Aswad) 

These are the tawaf conditions.
Tawaf Recommended Acts

1- Idhtba’: to get your right hand out of the cover 'Bashteel" 

2- Doing jogging in the first three rounds
3- Pointing to the Black Stone (al-Hajar al-Aswad) at every round and saying: “In the name of Allah, and Allahu Akbar“, then kiss it or point to it. 
This is the armchair speech
The conditions are:

Intention

Purification from both major and minor impurities

Covering the private parts

Remaining inside the Mosque

The Ka’ba should be to your left 
making seven rounds 

Muwalaat: meaning succession 

starting from the Black Stone (al-Hajar al-Aswad)
 Tawaf Recommended Acts

Idhtba’
 Doing jogging

Pointing to the Black Stone (al-Hajar al-Aswad)
May the blessing and peace of Allah be upon Muhammad, his family and companions

How do we perform tawaf?

The Ka’ba is the house of Allah. Allah has a house on earth. Allah has a house on earth. You have to know that you are coming to the House of Allah (SWT). So before you go to the house of Allah prepare your heart. Contemplate the joy of going to Allah. I do not want to give similitudes. These feelings are indescribable. It is said that words are the molds of meanings, but there are words that could not be put into molds. Such are sublime meanings that could not be molded:
There is no god to be worshipped but Allah..
You are before the house of Allah 

The house of my Lord
The house of my Lord
Do you remember the woman who kept saying on her way to Hajj “Where is the house of my Lord?” 

And when they reached Makkah they told her, “Now you can see the house of your Lord”. She began to gather herself up and kept running, then she put her cheek on the Ka’ba. And she died of joy. She put her cheek and died. I wish I could be in her place. Those are the feelings..

Do you know what our scholars say?

When a person heard of another individual who is more devout than him then his heart broke down and he died, Then, no wonder. When I hear that someone loves Allah and the Ka’ba more than I do, I feel deeply sad. The woman died of love. One may die of love. Love brings you apace to Allah (SWT). 
At the Ka’ba, prepare your heart. "The house of my Lord, the House of my Lord". Prepare your heart for seeing the House of Allah. Prepare your heart for at underneath your footsteps prophet Adam (AS) and prophet Ibrahim (AS) had performed tawaf.
Let your heart recall as you perform tawaf (circumambulation of Ka’ba), that you tread in the footsteps of Adam (AS), Abraham (AS), Moses (AS), Jesus (AS) and Muhammad (SAWS)
.
Here, you walk in the footsteps of Salih (AS), Hud (AS), and Lot (AS). Millions have trod these paths before you 
I pray to Allah that we fully understand all these meanings while performing tawaf 

We begin performing the tawaf with the black stone on your left hand side. We kiss it. 

O, Allah! It is impossible to comprehend the incredible value of the black stone 
The Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) stated that the black stone is from paradise.
Allah! This means that if you touch the black stone, you touch something of paradise! And If you kiss the black stone and place your head inside, It is like entering a part of paradise.

Glorified be Allah!
It is a wonder how some cannot find it in their hearts to go on Hajj. The black stone is Allah’s Right Hand on earth

If you are unable to reach the site of the black stone, Make an intention of touching it. Nevertheless, try and do this calmly and without risking the safety of others. If you cannot then greet the black stone from a distance.

As you stand facing the Stone say, “Bismillah Allahu akbar (In the Name of Allah and Allah is The Greatest)”
If you’re able to reach the black stone, try and kiss it! But if you cannot, point towards it and say, “Bismillah Allahu akbar”. Start tawaf with al-Ka'ba on your left. Like every other creation on earth. Start the tawaf from the left side; the human heart faces the left side.

And as you perform, the first round of tawaf say whatever comes to you at the time. For the prayer in the first round of tawaf you do not need a book. As you perform tawaf, you will be overwhelmed with blessings and mercy. Try and forget who you are. As you circumambulate al-Ka’ba, you perform an act of worship. People often forget this fact. Perform tawaf step by step. Performing tawaf elevates you as you get closer and closer. The much-frequented fane is just above al-Ka'ba. Perform tawaf while looking to al-Ka'ba. Look at al-Ka'ba and supplicate:

O Allah, my Lord!

To You I have come! 
To supplicate at Your House! 

O Allah, I love You and seek Your Satisfaction!

I repent! 

I submit myself to You! 
Protect me, save me, inspire me!

Be generous towards me, protect me and elevate me!

Guide me, heal my imperfection and enrich me!

Accept me and accept my deeds!

 سبحان الله العظيم 

Subhan Allah al-'athim (Glorified be Allah, The Ever-Magnificent)!

You should feel that you are solely in the presence of Allah. I cannot understand people who perform tawaf as if it is just a form of popular demonstration while crying, "Allahumma, Allahumma..". You should enjoy the company of Allah when you are close to His House, when you touch His House with your hands, when you rub shoulders at its walls and see It with your own eyes. v

If you do not feel Allah’s presence here, where else will you feel it?

You are so close to Him here. So do not be determined to reenact the noisy crowded scenes like those of a wedding procession or anniversaries. I only learned to supplicate to Allah while performing tawaf very recently. When the flow of the tawaf moves, move and when it stops, stop. There is no need to hurry

Where will you go?

What do you have to do?

Have you not devoted yourself to Him (SWT) here? 

So why do you rush to peform tawaf, push people and crush their feet ?

Why?

As you perform tawaf, walk slowly, remain calm and supplicate Allah:

My God, my Lord, my Beloved!

O Allah,show me Your Love and be pleased with me!

O Allah, shelter and protect me! 

O Allah, guide me and let me turn to you in repentance!

O Allah, teach me and make me understand!

My Lord, shower me with Your Generosity and save me!

My Lord, protect me against the evil in my soul!

O Allah, I love You and have no one but You!

My Lord, I am a human being, I stray from You, I become close to You I am sometimes corrupt and sometimes virtuous! 
You created me and You know my shortcomings!

You know that I love You deep in my heart!

I want You and seek You, O Allah!

I never disobey You on purpose!

I would never intentionally harm myself!

 I am still a bad person!

O Allah, purify me!

O Allah, make me understand.

O Allah, enlighten me 

O Allah, teach me

My Lord, guide me
My Lord, save me

My Lord, suffice me

Help me!

O Allah!

While performing tawaf, think of nothing but the supplication of Allah. When you finish what you want to say, keep repeating it.

Say prayers for the Prophet (SAWS)!

Repeat there is no other God but Allah

Recite memorized verses from the Qur’an. Recite surat al-Ikhlaas three times and you will be rewarded as if you have read all the Quran.

Avoid books, other people and choral practice! I want you to really feel all the emotions that come with being so close to the House of Allah

Whenever you see the Black Stone, point and say: In the Name of Allah, Allah is the Greatest and continue tawaf.

After you finish the seven circumambulations,head towards Maqam Ibrahim (Abraham’s station) 

O Medany! Where is the picture of Abraham’s station ? 

Go to Maqam Ibrahim, Face al-Ka’ba and pray two raka’as (one unit of Islamic prayer). The area may be very overcrowded. In that case pray the two raka’as anywhere, as they are the Prophet’s sunnah of tawaf. In the first raka’a read "al-Kaafiroon" and in the second "al-Ikhlaas".

After performing both rak’as, according to the Prophet’s tradition, It is preferable that you arrive at Hijr Isma’il ( the enclosure of Ishmael (AS)) and You get closer until you reach the part in between the Hijr and the door. Here you stand at what is called al-Multazim. On one side, the door and on the other the Hijr. The part in between is called al-Multazim. Stand at al-Multazim with your chest, stomach, knees and your hands attached to al-multazim. At this point tears will pour down from the eyes. 

People send me messages telling me that the warmest embrace they have ever experienced is when they embrace the ground whilst prostrating.

Do not embrace the ground; rather raise your hands and arms. This is the most genuine embrace. To embrace the House of Allah is the real embrace. Rub your cheek against the walls of Ka'ba. Here you confide your secrets: 
O Allah, do not disappoint me!

O Allah, I have made mistakes and You have sheltered me!

I have been foolish and You have forgiven me! 
I have been ignorant and You have been Merciful!

I have strayed and You have come to me! 

I have been careless and You have been Gentle with me! 
I have been tested and You have been Kind towards me! 
O my Lord, what will You do to me?

Here I am at Your door!

I reach out to You in the place closest to You, in Your house

What will You do about my sins? You are The Superb Forgiver !
O Allah, is my name held in high or low esteem? You are The Most Knowing of the unseen! 

My lying and sinful forelock is in Your hands

Crush it if You desire but I seek Your forgiveness! 

Your Mercy I seek!

After you have stood before Allah and supplicated 

And repudiated your sins

And apologized to Allah

Come out, with your gaze on al-Ka'ba, until you reach as-Safa and al-Marwa. You look at al-Ka'ba and say, "Behold! Safa and Marwa are among the Symbols of Allah. So if those who visit the House in the Season or at other times, should compass them round, it is no sin in them. And if any one obeyeth his own impulse to Good, be sure that Allah is He Who recogniseth and knoweth." (TMQ,2:158)
Start the sa'i (striving between the two hills of Safa and Marwa in Makkah). Begin at as-Safa. Begin with what Allah mentioned first. Try and get as close as you can to as-Safa,look at al-Ka'ba and say, "bismillah Allahu akbar".

Start the sa'i between as-Safa and al-Marwa and say:
"There is no other God but Allah for He has no partners!

Grace and sovereignty are Allah’s for He is the All-Omnipotent! 

There is no other god but Allah and we worship no one but Him!

All bounties, favor and good praise are His 
There is no other God but Allah; we are faithful to Him despite the aversion of the rejecters of faith 
There is no other god but Allah!

He fulfilled His promise!

He rendered His servant triumphant!

And glorified His soldiers!

And He alone routed the confederates!

There is no other God but Allah!

We worship no one but Him!

We are faithful to Him despite the aversion of the rejecters of faith! 
There is no other God but Allah!

All bounties, favor and good praise are His 
"There is no other God but Allah for He has no partners 
Sovereignty and praise are His! He alone brings life and death. He is the All-Omnipotent!
Once you reach al-Marwa, return to as-Safa in the same way. 
When you arrive at as-Safa. Pray two raka’as and drink from water of Zamzam
 

Do you know what it feels like to perform sa'i between as-Safa and al-Marwa, It is as if one is visiting a king! You apologize to the king and submit your requests to Him. You leave the house of Allah because as-Safa and al-Marwa are outside al-Ka’ba. You leave the house of the king and walk in front of it gazing at it and wondering,.

Has He accepted me?

Has Allah forgiven me?

Will Allah be pleased with me?

Will Allah grant me His Favor?

Will Allah forgive me?

When a father waits for a child to be born, he walks restlessly in front of the delivery room. This is a virtuall birth! You return from Hajj like a newborn. Keep this meaning on your mind.

One goes back and forth between as-Safa and al-Marwaseven times, You perform sa'i between as-Safa and al-Marwa while supplicating Allah

O Allah, have You accepted me?

O Allah, have You conferred Your favor on me?

Now, we have finished the seven rounds of tawaf, We have stood at al-Multazim, We have prayed two raka 'as, and we have drunk from the water of Zamzam. A hypocrite never drinks fully to the ribs from Zamzam. Drink and open your chest! Drink and fill yourself (to the ribs) with Zamzam water. Pour water on your head, face and entire body. Afterwards go to as-Safa and perform sa'i between as-Safa and al-Marwa.

A Mutamatti’ shaves his hair with a shaver or scissors In order to leave most of his hair for the big ritual shave of Hajj. At this point he has finished and can wear the usual clothes while waiting in Makkah. Al-Qarin and al-mufrid maintains his ihram. 
On the 8th day of Dhul-Hijjah, The muhrim must re-don ihram garments. This is called the day of Tarwiyyah. After donning ihram, the muhrim heads for Mina Which is about 5km from Makkah. After going to Mina and praying the morning prayers of the 8th of Dhul-Hijjah. And after the sun has fully risen… 
As we are about to discuss the day of Tarwiyyah, I would like to say that I’m describing an exemplary Hajj performance

This is the Hajj, performed by Prophet Muhammad (SAWS).Those who are unable to perform Hajj in the exact way I describe are exempt. Allah(SWT) excuses those who lack the capability to do so

However, I will explain the perfect Hajj as performed by the Prophet Muhammad (SAWS). When one performs Hajj for the first time, it is considered very important and is called "the Hajj of Islam”.

 This Hajj is the obligatory one of the pillars of Islam and is irreversible. It is accepted as it is. If one went on to perform Hajj a further twenty times they would be considered as a voluntary act of worship 
The first obligatory Hajj is “The Hajj of Islam”, once performed it can never be amended. It has been accepted as it is "Hajj of Islam"". Any Hajj that comes after is voluntary. One cannot perform another Hajj under the pretext that their first Hajj was not well performed. You cannot say, “O Allah, please let this Hajj be the "Hajj of Islam", It does not work like that. Therefore those who intend to perform Hajj for the first time, Should ensure that it is performed as due. 
The Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) performed Hajj only once in his lifetime stating that Muslims should follow in his footsteps for he did not know if he would return to perform Hajj once more. 
The Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) only performed Hajj once. I have described how to perform an exemplary Hajj to the best of your capacity. Allah does not hold incapable people to account. Allah excuses those who are incapable. Allah knows the capacity of each and every one of us.

When people consult their Sheiks and say that they are unable to perform a religious act the Sheiks often reply that it is all right. A Sheikh is never going to oblige you to do it. 
After dawn prayers, on the 8th day of Dhul-Hijjah, pilgrims remain until sunrise, They go to Mina where they stay. The 8th day of Dhul-Hijjah is called the Day of Tarwiyyah. Pilgrims pray thuhr. asr, maghrib isha’ and dawn prayers in Mina.

On the 9th day of Dhul-Hijjah,on the day of 'Arafah pilgrims pray fajr prayers and then head to 'Arafah.

Some may say that the leader of the convoy takes them directly to 'Arafah

To them I say that both the obligated and the incapable are excused. But if you are able you must try and go to Mina, even if it is on foot. You can catch up with your group at ‘Arafah afterwards.

Some may say that they cannot because they are unable to reach their convoys, If you are incapable then you are definitely excused. If you are capable just do as I say. 
On the 8th day of Dhul-Hijjah pray thuhr. asr, maghrib, isha’ and dawn prayers in Mina, ach prayer must be performed in its shortened form, on time and in ihram clothes.

On the morning of the ninth you head to ‘Arafah.Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) stated that the essence of Hajj lies in the Day of 'Arafah. It is considered one of the best days in the Muslim calendar. The best day of the year is yawm an-nahr (the day of slaughter) or the first day of feast.

"Hajj is 'Arafah!" No one can ever comprehend the divine blessings of this day.

May Allah bring us all together this year at 'Arafah
On the Day of Tarwiyyah the pilgrim must eat and sleep well in order to rest, and remain close to 'Arafah. So, on the day of 'Arafah you are alert, active and full of energy and well prepared for the greatest day of Hajj, that of ‘Arafah.

Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) stated that Allah takes pride in all His servants before His angels, on the eve of 'Arafah. He tells the angels to observe how His servants have come disheveled with unkempt hair (discarded all worldly pleasures), Allah tells his angels to bear witness that He has forgiven them all. 

Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) stated that there is no other day when Allah delivers so many people from Hell than on the Day of ‘Arafah. Allah says, “What do those people want?” Namely, what do they want and wish for?

'Arafah is a great day

Prophet Muhammad (SAWS) told Bilal, on the morning of 'Arafah,to bid people to be silent. He then said that Allah had conferred His bounty on that assembly of theirs. And had forgiven sinners for the sake of the virtuous and extended His favor upon the righteous among you. He then asked them to proceed in the Name of Allah.

I wish I could have been with them! Allah shows such generosity!

Have you ever heard of such generosity in your entire life?

“O Bilal! Bid people to be silent. Allah has forgiven the sinners for the sake of the righteous.” So, Allah has redeemed the sinners for the sake of the virtuous. 

I wonder which group I belong to?

Of course, I am one of the “sinners”!

Our predecessors had such amazing stories about 'Arafah.Mutraf Ibnu-'Abdullah stood up on the Day of 'Arafah and said, "How righteous these people are! I If only I had not been among them. They are all virtuous,, but I am not!”.

Obsequiousness, subservience, and humility are crucial on the Day of 'Arafah. On this day, Abu-Bakr Ibn-Abdullah al-Mazni pleaded, "Oh Allah please do not let these people down because of me!"

 He believed that he was sinful but the others were virtuous and begged Him not to let them down! 
In this situation one should deprecate oneself. One should belittle oneself. Hold oneself to account. Be Humble.

To expect the best from Allah and to say as someone once said, "It is like asking a rich person for a pound", Would a very wealthy person hold it back? It isn’t any trouble to him.

Forgiveness of your sins is much simpler for Allah than a well-off person giving away a pound.

You must be sure that on this day, Allah has forgiven your sins, effaced your sins, overlooked your sins and freeing you from their consequences.

You should expect the best from Allah and the worst from yourself. I do not deserve this but He is Ever-Generous. I am a sinner but He is Gracious. I am bad but He is The Effacer of Sins.

This is how you should feel while standing on 'Arafah. 

What should we do, on the day of 'Arafah?
 As we are sitting in a tent from 8 am until 8 pm. What are you supposed to do in these twelve hours? 
First you must occupy yourself with supplication and the remembrance of Allah. The best prayer to recite on the day of 'Arafah is “ la ilaha illa Allah (there is no god but Allah). Do not say it quickly. Say it very slowly. 
Let me remind you that on the 8th day you must say talbiyyah "labbayka Allahumma labbayk". While wearing ihram on the 8th and the 9th day you must say talbiyyah constantly, Do not forget! Do not forget to supplicate, remember Allah and recite Quran at all times! The best prayer to repeat on the day of 'Arafah is: ”There is no God but Allah!”

Avoid saying the following in haste: '' I bear witness that there is no God but Allah.'' Say it slowly in order to fully grasp its meaning. 
I should remind you to recite Talbiyah on the 8th day of Hajj. You should recite it at all times on the 8th and 9th days of Hajj while in the state of Ihram. Therefore, do not forget to sayTalbiyah.Do not forget to supplicate to Allah at all times. You must recite the Qur'an and remember Allah at all times. The best words to recite on the day of Arafah is: '' I bear witness that there is no God but Allah!''

 O Allah, Lord of the worlds, bring us together on the day of Arafah!

Supplicate heedfully and say: '' I bear witness that there is no God but Allah.'' Allah gives life and takes it away; therefore He is capable of all things. Supplicate by saying or asking for whatever you wish! For whomever you wish! And in whatever way you wish! 
Allah the all Mighty draws nearer to the people of Arafah on the day of Arafah.
On the day of Arafah, I want you to flashback to the entire events or memory of your life. And whenever you remember, such as a sin you have committed, ask Allah to forgive it for you! Stay on the day of Arafah, in total solitude with Allah. Sit there for twelve hours in your Ihram outfit. Without the distractions of family, friends, phones or jobs. And when the time of Thuhr (noon) prayer comes, join bothThuhr and Asr (after noon) prayers in their shortened mode. And listen to the sermon of the Mosque of ‘Namerah’. Try and go to the mosque itself if you can. If not, then listen to the sermon from wherever you are. If possible, climb up the mountain of Rahmah! 
Wherever you are, try and remember Allah by praying to Him and remembering all the past events of your life. You should imagine and absorb the fact that you will return from Hajj a new person -- born anew. Purely free of sins. Look back on all your life and try and fix any issues you have Ask Allah for forgiveness!

And for a new start. O Allah I promise I will not sin again. It is said that Allah (SWT) took the covenant on the day of Arafah. 
(And (remember) as your Lord took from the Seeds (Or. sons) of Adam, from their backs, their offspring, and made them bear witness concerning themselves, “Am I not your Lord?” They said, “Yes indeed, we bear witness.”) (TMQ, 7:172)

This covenant was taken on the day of Arafah in Arafah. Therefore, on that same memorable day, you should pledge to Allah that you will start a new life free of sins. You promise to start a new life of closeness to Allah. A genuine new life. After doing so, sit down somewhere until the sun sets. The most crucial time of that day is sunset.

Be cautious: you have made much Dua’a (supplications) and Talbiyah on this day of Arafah. One important thing to remember is the following:-

The devil is smallest, weakest, meanest and most envious on the day of Arafah because of Allah's Mercy and Forgiveness. 

Satan says, “Woe to me! They have ruined all that I have done! “All my work for all those years, is lost”! He cries, strikes his face and smothers his head with dirt!

And so tell Satan on the day of Arafah that you swear that you will spite him and will never ever commit a sin and that you will disobey him, from now onwards. 

Awaken to the closeness of Allah to you, do not bother about petty things such as your hair or clothes as Allah is proud of you just the way you are; disheveled, with rumpled hair and with dusty hair. Allah takes pride in you as such. This is the day of closeness to Allah. This day has so many meanings from which to benefit, but we are running out of time. 

One of the greatest secrets of Hajj is that it challenges the mind. The best day of Hajj and the best of deeds in Hajj are the following:

 Allah orders you to leave the Haram and the Haram means the Ka'ba. The Hajj of the person who stays in the Ka'ba on the day of Arafah is invalid. The condition upon which the Hajj is acceptable is that you must be outside the Haram. 
 Imagine that! 

This enslavement of the mind reminds you that you are but a slave to Allah; who listens and obeys. On the day of Arafah, sunset is the most crucial time of the day. It is always noisy with big crowds gathering for transport. And it is always a struggle to leave Arafah.

This is the most important time in Hajj when the angels will tell you, 

“Embrace your future, for all that has passed is forgiven!” 

Be cautious and do not let this time be lost amidst the crowds and the hubbub. Some people will be packing their luggage. Others will be running off to reserve a seat on a bus. Whilst some will be struggling to get out.

So stay where you are and pray hard, asking for mercy until you leave Arafah
The condition of Arafah is that you stay there for part of the day and part of the night. This means that you should stay for half an hour after sunset. Afterwards head for Muzdalifah. Staying the night in Muzdalifah is obligatory. Muzdalifah is quite far from Arafah, I don’t know by how many kilometers. And it is known for its big signs which read '' The Beginning of Muzdalifah''. After crossing these signs you can sit down. 
On your arrival, it is preferable that you pray the maghrib (sunset) and isha' (evening) prayers together and in the shortened mode, then you are free to go to sleep. Because it is better to sleep during that particular night. 

The Prophet (SAWS) prayed both prayers, joined and shortened, and did not celebrate the praise of Allah in between them.

Staying overnight in Muzdalifah is obligatory except for those who have valid reasons not to do so. Like those who are sick. Or someone who accompanies (and is responsible for transferring) his female relatives. Or those serving the welfare of the Hajj. Those who have urgent matters to attend to after Maghrib can leave after sunset. Spending the whole night in Muzdalifah is obligatory.

You should pray witr (one unit of prayer) before Fajr (dawn) prayers. Pray voluntary night prayers (qiyam) and remember Allah as you go along. Then pray Fajr (dawn) prayers, Then move from Muzdalifah to Al-Mash’ar al-Haram. Remember Allah strongly.

Al-Mash’ar al-Haram lies in front of the mosque of al-Mashar al-Haram. Remember Allah at all times and say repeatedly, ' I bear witness that there is no God but Allah'' and “God is the greatest”. All this while still in your Ihram outfit, Keep repeating the following words: ''Labaykka Allahumma labbayk!'' ( O Allah, I respond to Your call!). 

Then head to Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Kubra (stone pillar in Mina)

Things to do on the day of Eid:

1.Throw stones at Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Kubra 

2.Circumambulate and perform Sa'i (Striving between the two hills of Safa and Marwa in Makkah)
3.Shave your head

4.Sacrifice 

5.Take off the Ihram clothes) 

So to clarify once more, you came down from Muzdalifah after fajr prayer.

It is important to note that very well, a Muslim’s day starts after fajr prayer and not after midnight. In Islam there is a day and there is a night. Night begins from maghrib until fajr prayer and daytime starts from the call for fajr prayer until the call for maghrib prayer. This day is called “the deeds of the day of Al- Nahr”
The deeds of this day start after the call for fajr prayer. You pray subh (fajr) prayers, then stand in al-Mash’ar al-Haram then go down to the biggest stone pillar of Aqabah or Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Kubra. 
And there you will find 3 stone pillars:

The first one is the biggest one, known as Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Kubra, which is closer to Makkah.

The second or middle one is Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Wusta. 
And the final and smallest one is Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Sughra which is closer to Mina. 

You should go to Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Kubra carrying seven stones. The size of the stones should be relatively small. 
I did not go on Hajj last year and hence I ask Allah not to deprive me of it this year. 
The year before the last, the stones were a certain shape and size like this one exactly. But, I am not sure how it was last year and how it will be this year. You should stand in front of the stone.
This is the stone pole inside. You’re not supposed to throw the pebble at the stone. Rather, in the basin.
People, in the middle of the crowds, throw stones from a far distance. This is not correct. You should come as close to the pillar as you can. People complain that they could die if they do this! But I do not ask you to die. Your life is very precious!
Throwing stones at Jamrat al-Aqabah al-Kubra lasts from after the call for fajr prayer until sunset

So why are we all in a hurry to throw the stones in the morning shortly after fajr? 

Every year, accidents happen during the throwing of the stones. If only we understand this fact properly! It is so sad to see that those who agree with us, do not really understand! And those who do not agree with us do not understand and do not even listen to us!

So let us understand the matter correctly. Throwing the stones of al-Aaqabah al-Kubra lasts from after fajr until the call for maghrib prayer. So you can throw the seven stones in the afternoon or five minutes before sunset. 
The Messenger of Allah (SAWS) has made matters easy for people on that day.

To revise, we had said that the deeds on the first day of Eid and day of sacrifice are:

The throwing of stones at Jamrat al-Aqaba 

Circumambulation and sa'i 
Shaving the head 
Sacrifice 
Al-tahalul (getting out of the ihram status)

You can circumambulate and sacrifice then get out of your ihram status. Or you can circumambulate and shave then be out of your ihram status. There are two things, once you’ve done them, you will be out of your ihram status. The Prophet (SAWS) performed them: He threw the seven stones and shaved his head and got out of his ihram. 

He then sacrificed, circumambulated and performed sai' while wearing his usual clothes 
On the day of the Eid, Whoever performs two of four things is out of his ihram. If you throw the stones at the pillar and they do not hit it, the act is invalid. The stone must hit the pillar and fall down in the bottom as such. With each stone you should say: '' Bismiillah (In the name of Allah) and Allahu Akbar (Allah is the Greatest)''. Stones which fall in the area at the bottom but do not hit the pillar are also acceptable. It does not have to hit that pillar in the middle. It does not have to touch it. But the condition is that it has to go down this place. It has to descend in the basin and the throwing of the stones was also ordained upon us against the logic of the mind. Throw the stones one by one. Each time you cry out, Bismillah, Allah-u Akbar ! 
“Why?”, you ask 

This is a form of symbolic servitude with no logical significance. I want you to remove all trace of malice from your heart while you throw the stones. Bismillah, Allah-u Akbar! Throw away your adoration for anyone but Allah! Bismillah, Allah-u Akbar! Throw away all remnants of grudge off your heart! Throw away your love for this worldly life.Throw away your love of wealth.Discard all these things from your heart as you throw the stones. Remain cautious when throwing stones because hurting other Muslims is prohibited. Be cautious not to hurt someone in the eye or head when throwing stones. This is your responsibility. And be cautious not to choose big sizes of the stones. After the first day of throwing the stones, you should shave your head. Then take off your ihram clothes, wash your body and wear some perfume. You should then put on your usual clothes and have breakfast. Circumambulate around the Ka’ba seven times. Strive between the mountains of Safa and Marwa seven times. Go back to Mina and stay for three days. Then perform the sacrifice. 

Someone might ask, “O sheikh, after sacrificing, the meat is thrown away!”
“Their meats will never attain pertain to Allah, nor their blood; (Literally: bloods) but piety from you will reach Him” (al-Hajj: 37). 

Obey what was said and sacrifice. The Messenger (SAWS) was ordered to sacrifice one sheep yet he sacrificed a hundred camels. This is equal in value to seven hundred sheep because one camel equals seven sheep. Sacrifice and feed the Muslims. 
It is alright for one to pay money, at al-Rajhy or any other bank, in return for the animals to be sacrificed, and be distributed among the poor Muslims. It is also acceptable to sacrifice an animal and take the meat for yourself. Or to sacrifice and give the meat to other people, yourself.

The best Hajj in the eyes of Allah, is when blood is spilled in sacrifice and when voices are raised during talbiyyah.

When stones have been thrown and heads have been shaved, you cease talbayah. And the Takbeer (verbal glorification of Allah) and Tahleel (saying I bear witness that there is no God but Allah) begins for the duration of the days of Eid. So as previously said, throw the stones, shave your head, and wash your body. Change your clothes, and wear perfume. Then go to Makkah, circumambulate and perform Sai'. Then return and stay in Mina on the tenth day. Then spend the night of the eleventh day there and then throw the stones at noon. 

Islamic law determined the exact time for the beginning of throwing the stones and did not determine a specific end. A hundred thousand performed Hajj with the Prophet (SAWS). Nowadays the number of people who perform Hajj exceeds three million. Thus Islamic law has determined the start time. 

It begins at noon but when does it end?

Time is open. So why do we all go at sunset time and risk hurting one another? 
Noon is only the start time! 
So it is still fine to throw your stones in the afternoon. This can also apply for the day that has passed but not the coming day. Some people throw stones at 12 pm for the following day. You can throw stones for the previous day. It is then ok to throw after sunset but not before noon. People who only throw at noon are mistaken. Because they think that it is the only suitable time for throwing. So throw at midday. Throw at noon. Throw in the afternoon! Throw at sunset! Throw in the evening! And throw at 12 pm! Throw!

All these are suitable times for throwing the stones! Look for a time when there are no crowds and throw! 

Spend this night in Mina. Staying overnight in Mina is obligatory. You throw the stones after sunset and spend the night in Mina on the eleventh and twelve night. On the 12th day you should throw after sunset and if you are in a hurry you can leave. And if you want to complete the third day, you can do so. You should then go to Makkah and do the farewell circumambulation. The farewell circumambulation is obligatory. \You should then visit the mosque of our master, the Prophet (SAWS).Glorified be Allah! 

Visiting the mosque of the Prophet (SAWS) is not one of the rituals of Hajj. It is an act of love

A poet once said:

“I used to think that being close to You (Allah) was attained with money and profits

My ignorance made me think that Your Love was easy 
And the most generous of spirits die for Your love

Yet You choose whom You love 

And whom You give the most precious of gifts 

I know it is not easy to gain Your love!’ 

So I bow my head

I covet for and cling to Your Love 

So that you might make Your love the destination of my strife.” 
Hajj is for the fortunate 
It is for those chosen and accepted by Allah 

After you throw the stones. You should go back to Makkah, perform the farewell circumambulation and say to Allah,

“O Allah, it is time for me to depart! 

Not because I want to turn away from You or Your House 

Or because I intend to trade You or Your house for something else!”

It resembles the sorrow of a lover forced to bid farewell to a beloved 

Then head for the city of the Prophet (SAWS) to greet our master; the Prophet. Hajj is still valid for those unable to visit al-Madinah. It does not harm your Hajj or decrease your reward if you are unable to visit Madinah but it is deemed as improper. The Prophet (SAWS) is your beloved and it is his right upon you to visit his mosque while in his country. Travelling thereafter is only permissible if it is to visit the mosque of the Prophet (SAWS). You should go to pray in the Mosque of the Prophet (SAWS). One prayer in the Mosque of the Prophet (SAWS) is equivalent to a thousand prayers. Stand in the mosque and greet our master, the Prophet (SAWS)!

Peace be upon you O Messenger of Allah! 

Peace be upon you O beloved of Allah! 

Peace be upon you O companion of Allah! 

Peace be upon you O master of the offspring of Adam! 

Peace be upon you, the first to enter paradise! 
Peace be upon you, the first intercessor who is permitted to intercede.
Peace be upon you, my beloved! 
Peace and Mercy and Blessings of Allah be upon you! 

O Allah please pray upon Muhammad and the family of Muhammad! 

In the same manner you prayed upon Ibrahim (Abraham) and the family of Ibrahim, you are The Ever-Praiseworthy and The Ever-Glorious ! 

O Allah reward Muhammad (SAWS) on behalf of all of us the best of rewards! 

I bear witness that you have conveyed the message! 
And fulfilled the trust

You have advised the (Ummah) Muslim nation 

Allah has removed darkness with you! 

You struggled for the sake of Allah until certitude (death) came to you! 

O Allah, reward with the best reward you can ever give to a prophet and a messenger, on behalf of his nation and people!

Then take one more step and say, 

“Peace be upon you Abu-Bakr! 
Peace be upon you O believer!

Peace be upon you O father of Lady Aisha! 

May Allah be pleased with you and please you in return! 
May He elevate your rank and abode in paradise! 
And make you the companion of the Prophet in paradise as you were his companion in this world! “

Then one more step and say,

“Peace be upon you O Omar!

Peace be upon you O distinguisher between right and wrong! 

Peace be upon you Abu-Hafs! 

Peace upon the man of whose shadow Satan is afraid! 
Peace be upon you O Omar! 
May Allah be pleased with you and please you in return! 

And may He elevate your rank in heaven! 

And reward the best of rewards, on behalf of Islam and Muslims!” 

Leave after you have performed all your duties. Return to your family like the day you were born. 
The last thing I want to say is that he who tastes Hajj…Those who understand the Hajj… And who live through the Hajj…That Hajj is a longing and a soul enraptured with love as if one was not created of mud and that one has a home high up in the heavens. To which one ascends as if free of terrestrial creation. This is Hajj!

O Allah grant us all Hajj! 

I love you all for the sake of Allah! 

And leave you in the protection of Allah! 

Peace, mercy and blessings be upon you!
